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1. Objectives

The MSc "Immunology: Basic Principles and Clinical Applications" aims in highlighting the
importance of interdisciplinary teaching, the promotion of knowledge, the acquisition of clinical
and laboratory skills, education, and research in the broad and developing field of "Immunology:
basic principles and clinical applications".

The purpose of the MSc is to prepare graduates holding an undergraduate degree, for studies at
a Ph.D. level, as well as to cultivate the clinical and laboratory skills of young scientists in the
latest technical and clinical methodologies in the broad and developing field of "Immunology:
basic principles and clinical applications".

This Postgraduate Program leads to the award of a Postgraduate Diploma "Immunology: Basic
Principles and Clinical Applications", after the successful completion of studies as directed by the
MSc course guide.

Graduates of the MSc will be able to:

a) Staff clinics, diagnostic treatment centres and research laboratories in the broad field
of Immunology and its clinical applications.

b) Teach adequately to undergraduate students of Universities the subject of
“Immunology" and the corresponding laboratory or clinical applications.

c) Acquire interdisciplinary knowledge and laboratory skills in the field of Immunology
that will prepare them for Ph.D. studies.

d) Acquire the theoretical knowledge and practical skills (clinical & laboratory) so that
they can become competent professional executives in clinical and research units in
Health Sciences.

2. Structure and governing bodies of the postgraduate program

The governing bodies for the operation of the Postgraduate Program according to law
4957/2022 are:

At institutional level, the governing bodies are the Committee of Postgraduate Studies and the
Senate.

At the level of the Medical School the competent bodies are:
The Assembly of the Faculty of Medicine. The responsibilities of the Assembly are to:

a) recommend to the Senate, through the Committee of Postgraduate Studies, the
necessity of establishing/amending the Postgraduate Program, as well as the extension
of the duration of the Postgraduate Program,

b) appoint the Director and the members of the Coordinating Committee of the
Postgraduate Program.

c) assign the teaching work among the teachers of the Postgraduate Program and may
assign auxiliary teaching work in a Postgraduate Program to the doctoral candidates of
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the Department or the School, under the supervision of a teacher of the Postgraduate
Program.

d) ascertain the successful completion of studies and awards the Diploma of
Postgraduate Studies,

e) approve the report of the Postgraduate Program, upon the recommendation of the
Coordinating Committee (CoC),

g) assign to postgraduate students the conduct of auxiliary teaching work in first-cycle
study programs of the Department,

(h) exercise any other legal competence.

2.2.2 The Coordinating Committee of the MSc

The C.C. consists of the Director of the Postgraduate Program and four (4) faculty members of
the Medical School and emeritus professors, who have a related experience to the subject of the
Postgraduate Program and undertake teaching work in the Postgraduate Program. The CC is
responsible for monitoring and coordinating the operation of the programme and in particular:

a) prepares the initial annual budget of the Postgraduate Program and its amendments
and recommends its approval to the Research Committee of the Special Account for
Research Funds (ELKE),

b) prepares the report of the program and recommends its approval to the Assembly of
the School,

c) approves the execution of expenses of the Postgraduate Program,

d) recommends to the Assembly of the School the distribution of teaching work, as well
as the assignment of teaching work,

e) recommends to the Assembly of the School the invitation of Visiting Professors to
meet the teaching needs of the Postgraduate Program,

f) prepares a plan for the modification of the curriculum, which it submits to the
Assembly of the School,

g) recommends to the Assembly of the School the redistribution of courses between
academic semesters, as well as issues related to the qualitative upgrading of the
curriculum

h) establishes Committees for the evaluation of the applications of candidate
postgraduate students and approves their enrolment in the Postgraduate Program.

i) Establishes examination committees for the examination of postgraduate students'
dissertations and appoints the supervisor per thesis.

2.2.3 The Director of the Postgraduate Program

The Director of the Postgraduate Program is one of the faculty members of the Department with
priority of rank of professor or associate professor and is appointed by decision of the Assembly
of the School for a two-year term, with the possibility of renewal without limitation.

The Director of the Postgraduate Program has the following responsibilities:
a) presides over the C.C., draws up the agenda and convenes its meetings.

b) proposes issues related to the organization and operation of the Postgraduate
Program to the Assembly of the School

c) recommends to the C.C. and the other bodies of the Postgraduate Program and the
HEI, issues related to the effective operation of the Postgraduate Program,

d) is the Scientific Coordinator of the program and exercises the corresponding
responsibilities,

e) monitors the implementation of the decisions of the bodies of the Postgraduate
Program and the Internal Regulation of postgraduate and doctoral programs, as well as
the monitoring of the implementation of the budget of the Postgraduate Program,

f) exercise any other competence, which is defined in the decision establishing the
Postgraduate Program.

The Director of the Postgraduate Program, as well as the members of the Postgraduate Program
are not entitled to remuneration or any compensation for the performance of the
responsibilities assigned to them and related to the performance of their duties.

2.3 Secretarial support of the Postgraduate Program

a) The MSc "Immunology: Basic Principles and Clinical Applications" is supported by the
Secretariat of the Program which is located in the Laboratory of Physiology of the Medical School
of the University of Athens and is under the supervision of the Secretariat of the Medical School
of the National and Kapodistrian University of Athens. The secretariat of the MSc has the task of
secretarial support such as the preparation of the student admission process, the tracking of the
financial data of the Program, the secretarial support of the CC, the registration of grades and
anything else requested by the Director of the MSc and the CC regarding the Postgraduate
Program.

ATTENDANCE ISSUES
3. CATEGORIES AND NUMBER OF ADMISSIONS

The MSc "Immunology: Basic Principles and Clinical Applications" is open to holders of an
undergraduate degree in Medicine, Dentistry, Pharmacy, Biology, Chemistry of the country or
equivalent institutions recognized by DOATAP, as well as graduates of other Departments of
Universities in Greece or equivalent and recognized institutions abroad.

The maximum number of students admitted to the Postgraduate Program is set at forty (40) in
total. The maximum number of students admitted is determined according to the number of
teachers of the Postgraduate Program and the ratio of students to teachers, the material and
technical infrastructure, the classrooms, the absorption of graduates from the labor market.

In addition to the number of admissions, one (1) member of the categories E.E.P., E.DI.P. and
E.T.E.P. per year is admitted, provided that their work is relevant to the subject of the
Postgraduate Program.

IKY scholars, foreign scholars of the Greek state, for the same or a related subject as that of the
Postgraduate Program, are admitted without examination.

4. ADMISSION PROCESS

The selection of students that will be accepted in the program, is made in accordance with the
current legislation, the Regulation of Postgraduate and Doctoral Studies of NKUA and the
provisions of this Regulation.

Every May, following the decision of the Assembly of the Medical School of the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens, a notice for the admission of postgraduate students to the
Postgraduate Program is published and posted on the website of the Postgraduate Program, the
School and the Institution. The relevant applications along with the necessary supporting
documents are submitted to the Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program, within a deadline
specified in the announcement and may be extended by decision of the Assembly of the School.

The Assembly of the School assigns to the C.E. the process of selecting the admissions
Necessary supporting documents are:

- Application form

-Curriculum vitae

- Photocopy of two sides of the identity card

- Copy of degree or certificate of completion of studies

- Transcript of undergraduate courses

- B2 English Language Certificate

-Letters of recommendation

- Scientific publications, if available

- Evidence of professional or research activity if any

- Certificate of attainment in Greek or adequate, as certified by the Selection Committee
of the Postgraduate Program, knowledge of the Greek language for foreign candidates

- Recognition of foreign academic qualifications

For students from foreign institutions who do not present a certificate of recognition of an
academic degree from DOATAP, the following procedure is followed:

The Assembly of the Faculty of Medicine appoints a committee responsible for determining
whether a foreign institution or a type of qualification of a foreign institution is recognized. In
order to be recognised, the following procedure is followed:
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- the institution awarding the titles is included in the list of foreign institutions
maintained and updated by DOATAP,

- The student must provide a certificate of place of study, which is issued and sent by the
foreign university. If the Greek territory is certified as the place of study or part thereof,
the degree is not recognized, unless the part of studies completed in the Greek territory
is located in a public HEL.

The evaluation of candidates and the selection of admissions is based on the following criteria:
- University degree grade (domestic or foreign) (percentage 20%)

- Performance in a Diploma Thesis, where this is provided for in the first cycle of studies
(10%). In case there is no Diploma Thesis in the first cycle of studies, then this 10% is
added to the grade of evaluation of the degree).

- Certified knowledge of English (10%)

- Scientific publications, participation in conferences (10%)

- Letters of recommendation (10%)

- Relevant research or professional activity (15%)

- Master's or PhD degree (5%)

- Oral interview in a three-member committee appointed by the C.E. (20%)

Based on the overall criteria, the C.E. prepares the evaluation table of students and submits it to
the Assembly for approval.

Successful candidates must register at the Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program within thirty
(30) days from the decision of the Assembly.

In the event of a tie (mathematically rounded to the whole unit of the 100 scale), the tied
candidates shall be admitted at a rate not exceeding 10% of the maximum number of entrants.

In case of non-registration of one or more students, the runners-up (if any) will be invited to
enrol in the Postgraduate Program, based on their order in the approved evaluation list.

5. REGISTRATION
Enrolment of first-year students

The names of postgraduate students admitted to the Postgraduate Program are announced by
the Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program by sending the list of successful candidates who
submitted an online application for registration. The Secretariat of the Medical School checks the
list of successful candidates for the completeness of their formal and substantive selection
criteria. The invitation and registration is made in accordance with the provisions in force and
within a deadline set by the Medical School of NKUA for each academic year. The registration is
done by the successful candidate themself or by a person legally authorized by them and is
completed with the presentation of the national ID card or passport. In any case, the Secretariat
of the Postgraduate Program may request additional supporting documents from the registrants.
For reasons of exceptional need, such as a prolonged natural disaster, serious illness, military
service, or absence abroad, or in the case of a successful candidate who has not completed the
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online registration procedure on time and in full, registration is possible, at the request of the
person concerned, stating the reasons for the delay. In the above cases, both the relevant
application and the supporting documents are submitted by the successful candidate directly to
the Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program and with the obligation of physical presence at the
Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program within thirty (30) days from the expiration of the
registration deadline. The registration is completed or not, with a reasoned decision of the
Assembly of the Department. A successful candidate who has not been enrolled even in
accordance with the procedure set out in the previous subparagraphs of this paragraph loses the
right to enrol in the Postgraduate Program for the specific academic year.

6. DURATION OF STUDIES

The duration of studies in the Postgraduate Program leading to the receipt of a Postgraduate
Diploma (MSc) is set at three (3) academic semesters, which include the time of preparation of a
dissertation.

There is a possibility of extension, after a reasoned request of the student and approval by the
Assembly. The extension does not exceed two semesters. Thus, the maximum time allowed for
completion of studies is set at five (5) academic semesters.

Students who have not exceeded the maximum attendance limit, following a reasoned request
to the Assembly of the Department, may interrupt their studies for a period not exceeding one
(1) consecutive semester.

7. SUSPENSION OF STUDIES

Suspension of studies is granted for serious reasons (military service, illness, postpartum,
absence abroad, etc.).

The application must be reasoned and accompanied by all relevant supporting documents from
competent public authorities or organizations, proving the reasons for the suspension of studies.
Student status is suspended at the time of interruption of studies and participation in any
educational process is not allowed. Semesters of suspension of student status are not counted
towards the maximum duration of regular studies.

At least two weeks before the end of the suspension of studies, the student is obliged to re-enrol
in the program in order to continue his/her studies with the rights and obligations of an active
student. Students may, upon request, terminate their suspension of studies and return to the
Program only if they have applied for suspension of studies for two consecutive academic
semesters. The application to terminate the suspension of studies must be submitted no later
than two weeks before the beginning of the second semester of suspension.

The duration of suspension or extension of the duration of studies is discussed and approved on
a case-by-case basis by the S.E., which proposes to the Assembly of the Medical School.

8. STRUCTURE OF STUDIES

Each academic year is divided into periods called semesters, the winter semester, and the spring
semester. All courses of the Postgraduate Program are compulsory and are divided into three (3)
semesters. During the winter semesters, the courses of the 1st semester are taught, and the
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preparation of the candidate's dissertation begins in the 3rd semester. During the spring
semester the courses of the 2nd semester are taught.

The education of the students of the MSc is done through the lectures of the auditorium courses,
the tutorials, and the clinical exercises. The content of each course is constantly updated, based
on scientific developments in biomedical sciences.

8.1 Compulsory courses

Compulsory courses are defined as courses whose attendance and successful examination is
necessary for all students of the Postgraduate Program.

The examinations of the compulsory courses are held by the teaching staff s at the end of the
semester, on a predetermined syllabus. The examinations can be either written or oral and the
grade of the courses is expressed on a scale of zero-ten (0-10), based on a pass of five (5), and
without the use of a fractional part. The curriculum of the Postgraduate Program includes 6
compulsory courses in the first year of studies and the preparation of the diploma in the second
year of studies.

8.2 Practical training

In the 1st & 2nd semester of studies, the S.E. of the Postgraduate Program organizes an
internship period for the students of the Postgraduate Program.

The internship takes place in the Physiology laboratory and in various collaborating institutions
(centers) with the MSc (National Hellenic Research Foundation (NHRF), the Hellenic Pasteur
Institute, the Biomedical Sciences Research Center "Alexander Fleming", the Biomedical
Research Foundation Academy of Athens (BRFAA), as well as with University & Clinics of the
National Health System (Laiko Hospital, "Aginitio" Hospital, "Attiko" Hospital, "lppokrateio"
Hospital, "Syggros" Hospital, etc.) Internship is compulsory and has a duration of twenty-four
(24) weeks and takes 6 ECTS.

8.3 Rescoring capability

Students attending the first two semesters of the Postgraduate Program have the opportunity of
rescoring their written exams if the grade of the written examination is greater than or equal to
five (5). Information at the secretariat of the MSc.

8.4 Obtaining a degree.

In order to obtain the degree, attendance in all three (3) semesters and successful examination
in all compulsory courses of the Postgraduate Program are required. In addition, the writeup of
the dissertation and the successful presentation to the three-member committee is a
requirement.

The degree grade is calculated from the sum of the passing grades of all courses and the grade of
the postgraduate student's dissertation.

9. CURRICULUM

The Postgraduate Program begins in the winter semester of each academic year. In case of
inability to start in the winter semester, it may be transferred to the spring semester, by decision
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of the Assembly of the Department. Attendance is completed in three (3) semesters and
successively the registration and attendance of new students begins.

In order to obtain an MSc, a total of ninety (90) credits (ECTS) are required.

During their studies, postgraduate students are required to attend and successfully pass
postgraduate courses, attend research internships, and write scientific papers, as well as prepare
a postgraduate dissertation. A postgraduate student is considered to have attended only if they
complete 80% of the course hours (teaching and exercises) of the current curriculum. Otherwise,
he/she is obliged to repeat the course. Postgraduate students are also required to: submit within
the prescribed deadlines the diploma thesis assigned to them.

Non-compliance with the above is the basis of rejection from courses or exclusion of the
postgraduate student from the program, following the recommendation of the responsible
professor to the S.E. and approval by the Assembly of the Department.

The educational process of the Postgraduate Program can be carried out either in person or with
the use of modern distance learning methods. If the educational process is carried out using
asynchronous distance learning methods, these may not exceed twenty-five percent (25%) of the
credits of the Postgraduate Program. On the contrary, research interships are carried out
exclusively in person.

The courses are organized in semesters, take place on a weekly basis, and are conducted in
Greek or English.

The courses of the winter and spring semester are examined again during the September period.
The attendance of courses, workshops and internships/clinical exercises is mandatory.

10. EXAMINATIONS AND EVALUATION OF POSTGRADUATE STUDENTS

The educational work of each academic year is structured in two semesters of study, winter and
spring, each of which includes at least thirteen (13) weeks of teaching and three (3) weeks of
examinations. The courses of the winter and spring semester are examined repeatedly during
the periods set by the Assembly of the Department.

The attendance of courses, workshops and practical exercises is compulsory.

In case of impediment to the conduct of a course, it is foreseen to be replaced. The date and
time of replacement is communicated to students by the secretariat of the Postgraduate
Program.

Postgraduate students are entitled to absences not exceeding 20% of the teaching hours of each
course. Otherwise, the replacement of hours is required after permission of the Assembly of the
Department at the request of the M.F. and the relevant recommendation of the S.E.

In case the student absences rate exceeds 50% per course or in all courses, there is a question of
deletion of the student. This issue is examined by the C.E., which proposes it to the Assembly of
the Department.

The evaluation of postgraduate students and their performance in the courses they are required
to attend within the framework of the Postgraduate Program takes place at the end of each
semester with written or oral examinations or with assignments throughout the semester. The
method of evaluation is defined by the instructor of each course. Scoring is done on a scale of 1-
10. The grade of the courses is submitted to the Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program within
twenty (20) days from the end of the examination period.

In order to obtain an MSc, each postgraduate student must attend and be successfully examined
in all compulsory courses of the Postgraduate Program, attend the internship, and prepare a
postgraduate dissertation, thus collecting ninety (90) ECTS.

If a postgraduate student fails three (3) times in the course examination, he is considered not to
have successfully completed the program, and is examined, upon request, by a three-member
committee of faculty members of the School of Health Sciences, whose members have the same
or related subject to the examined course and are appointed by the Assembly of the
Department. The teacher in charge of the examination is excluded from the committee.

In the third semester of the Program, the preparation of a postgraduate thesis is foreseen. The
Coordinating Committee, at the request of the candidate stating the proposed title of the
dissertation, the proposed supervisor and attaching a summary of the proposed thesis, appoints
its supervisor and establishes the three-member examination committee for the approval of the
thesis, one of the members of which is the supervisor.

Members or supervisors of the three-member examination committee of the Diploma Thesis are
appointed from all categories of teachers of the Postgraduate Program in accordance with the
applicable legislation, provided that they hold a doctoral degree.
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By decision of the S.E., the supervision of diploma theses may also be assigned to members of
the Department's Teaching and Research Staff, who have not undertaken the teaching work of
the Postgraduate Program.

The subject of the postgraduate thesis must concern either original laboratory or clinical
research, or a review of previous studies, if there is no equivalent in the international
bibliography.

The Master's thesis can be written in Greek or English, with Greek and English abstracts in both
cases. The dissertation must have a minimum length of 3,000 words and a maximum of 10,000
words, excluding bibliographic references.

In order for the assignment to be approved, the student must defend it before the members of
the examination committee assigned to him and be graded with a grade of at least five (5) out of
ten (10).

Postgraduate theses, if approved by the examination committee, must be posted on the website
of the Medical School.

Also, the diploma thesis is submitted electronically to the Digital Repository "PERGAMOS", in
accordance with the decisions of the Senate of the National and Kapodistrian University of
Athens.

11. OBLIGATIONS AND RIGHTS OF POSTGRADUATE STUDENTS

1. Postgraduate students have all the rights and benefits provided for students of the first cycle
of studies, except for the right to provide free textbooks. The University is obliged to ensure that
students with disabilities and/or special needs have accessibility to the proposed textbooks and
teaching.

2. Postgraduate students are invited to participate and attend seminars of research groups,
bibliographic information discussions, laboratory visits, conferences/workshops on a subject
related to that of the Postgraduate Program, and lectures or other scientific events of the
Postgraduate Program.

3. The Assembly of the Department, upon the recommendation of the S.E., may decide to expel
postgraduate students if:

a) they exceed the maximum number of absences,

b) they have failed the examination of a course or courses and have not successfully
completed the program,

c) they exceed the maximum duration of studies in the Postgraduate Program, as
defined in this Regulation,

d) they have violated the applicable provisions regarding the handling of disciplinary
misconduct by the competent disciplinary bodies.

e) automatically at the request of postgraduate students,

f) commit misconduct falling under copyright law (Law 2121/93) during the writing of
their intended works,
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g) in case of graduate foreign institutions, if they do not present the certificate from
DOATAP that is pending, provided that the maximum period of study has elapsed and
the legal possibilities for suspension of studies have been exhausted,

h) do not pay the prescribed tuition fee.
i) are exempt from tuition fees.

I. Enrolled students of the Postgraduate Program may study free of charge if they meet the
economic and social criteria of Law 4957/2022. A prerequisite for granting the right to free
attendance due to economic or social criteria is the fulfilment of conditions of excellence during
the first cycle of studies, which corresponds at least to the possession of a grade equal to or
higher than seven and a half with excellent out of ten (7.5/10), provided that the evaluation in
the basic degree presented for admission to the Postgraduate Program has been carried out in
accordance with the ten-grade evaluation scale of a Higher Education Institution (HEI) in Greece,
otherwise, this criterion is applied proportionately according to the respective evaluation scale, if
the degree presented has been awarded by a foreign institution.

Il. The total number of students attending free of charge may not exceed the number
corresponding to thirty percent (30%) of the total number of students enrolled per academic
year. If the numerical calculation of the number of beneficiaries of exemption from tuition fees
gives a decimal number, it shall be rounded to the nearest whole unit. If the number of
beneficiaries of exemption exceeds the percentage herein, the beneficiaries shall be selected in
descending order until the number is reached.

lll. Students of the Postgraduate Program who meet the condition of case (l) of paragraph (3, g)
hereof have the right to free attendance, provided that the following criteria apply:

Criterion 1. The average of the sum of the incomes of the last two (2) financial years of all the
family members of the applicant for exemption from tuition fees, i.e. the applicant himself, his
parents, regardless of whether they make a joint or separate tax return, and his siblings up to
twenty-six (26) years old, provided that they are single and have their own taxable income within
the meaning of article 7 of Law 4172/2013 (A'167), does not exceed seventy percent (70%) of
the national median disposable equivalent income, according to the most recent published data
of the Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT), if the applicant has not reached the twenty-sixth
(26th) year of age and is unmarried or has not entered into a civil partnership.

Criterion 2. The average individual taxable income of the last two (2) fiscal years of the applicant
does not exceed one hundred percent (100%) of the national median disposable equivalent
income, according to the most recent published data of the Hellenic Statistical Authority
(ELSTAT), if the applicant has reached the twenty-sixth (26th) year of age.

Criterion 3. The average of the sum of the taxable income of the last two (2) fiscal years of the
applicant for exemption from tuition fees and his/her spouse or cohabitant, if married or in a
civil partnership, regardless of whether they submit a joint or separate tax return, does not
exceed one hundred percent (100%) of the national median disposable equivalent income;
according to the most recent published data of the Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT).

Criterion 4. If the applicant for exemption has not completed the twenty-sixth (26th) year of age
and is a child of a three-child or large family or a child of an unmarried parent or orphan of at
least one (1) parent or a person with a disability or a member of a household with a person with

disabilities, he may apply for exemption of half (50%) from the obligation to pay tuition fees, if
the average in case (1) of paragraph (3,g,11l) exceeds seventy percent (70%) and does not exceed
one hundred percent (100%) of the national median disposable equivalent income, according to
the most recent published data of the Hellenic Statistical Authority (ELSTAT).

Criterion 5. The submission of applications for free attendance at the Postgraduate Program,
according to the present, takes place after the completion of the admission process of students
to the Postgraduate Program.

Criterion 6. The possibility of exemption from the obligation to pay tuition fees is provided
exclusively for attendance at one (1) Postgraduate Program organized by Greek Universities.

Criterion 7. This does not apply to third-country nationals.
4. At the end of each semester, postgraduate students evaluate each course and each instructor.

5. The inauguration takes place within the framework of the Assembly of the Department, in the
presence of the President of the Medical School.

More specifically, within the framework of the MSc, a Postgraduate Diploma (MSc) in
"Immunology: Basic Principles and Clinical Applications" is awarded.

7. Postgraduate Diploma is not awarded to a student whose first cycle degree from a foreign
institution has not been recognized by DOATAP, in accordance with Law 3328/2005 (A' 80).

8. Postgraduate students may apply for the issuance of a diploma supplement.

9. For their participation in the Postgraduate Program "Immunology: Basic Principles and Clinical
Applications", postgraduate students pay tuition fees amounting to a total of three thousand
euros (3,000 €). The fee is paid in three (3) equal instalments at the beginning of each semester.

12. STUDENT WELFARE ISSUES
12.1 Healthcare

According to paragraph 3 of article 31 of Law 4452/15-2-2017 (A' 17) "undergraduate and
postgraduate students and doctoral candidates who do not have other medical and hospital
care, are entitled to full medical and hospital care in the National Health System (E.S.Y.) with
coverage of the relevant expenses by the National Organization for the Provision of Health
Services (E.O.P.Y.Y.) in accordance with article 33 of Law 4368/2016 (A' 83), only by using their
Social Security Number". The Health Service operates the following clinics: A) Internal Medicine
Clinics B) Ophthalmology Clinic C) Dental Clinic D) Psychosocial Intervention Unit E)
Dermatological examination NKUA students have the opportunity to be examined at the
"Andreas Syngros" Hospital after consultation with the Secretariat of the Health Service of the
University Club The health service is housed in University Club, Ippokratous 15, on the 1st floor.

12.2 European Health Insurance Card (E.K.A.A.)

When students are going to a European Union country, they can obtain the relevant card in
order to have the possibility of medical care in the respective health systems of European
countries. The E.K.A.A. card is issued by the Department of Computerization of the National and
Kapodistrian University of Athens only to students (undergraduate/postgraduate/doctoral
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candidates) who do not have insurance capacity (i.e. are not insured with another insurance
institution) and are going to a European Union country, Norway, Liechtenstein, Iceland and
Switzerland. Students submit an application to the Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program,
which is forwarded to the Secretariat of the Department. The card is collected from the
Directorate of Computerization (Mathematics building, tel. 210 7276450) upon presentation of
the student ID. Students who have chosen another insurance provider can obtain this card from
their insurance providers.

12.3 Academic identity

Students receive their academic identity upon electronic application in a specially designed for
this purpose information system http://academicid.minedu.gov.gr. It is valid for the entire
academic year and for as many years as the studies last. The academic card with the right to a
reduced ticket is valid for full-time students of the first cycle of studies who do not already hold a
university degree and for as many years as are required to obtain a degree, increased by two
years. The ID card provides a 50% discount on urban transport in Athens and intercity transport
to and from Athens, and 25% on urban transport in the rest of the country.

12.4 Accessibility for students with disabilities

The courses of the MSc take place in the amphitheatre of the Laboratory of Physiology. Due to
the nature of the institution, full accessibility is offered to students with different abilities and
requirements through adaptations to the environment and access services. The Medical School
of Athens has a special Accessibility Unit for Students with Disabilities of the University of
Athens. In order to better serve the students with disabilities, a consultant Professor of Physical
Education has been appointed at the Medical School of the University of Athens, as well as a
special employee at the Secretariat of the Medical School, to which the Postgraduate Program
belongs.

13. MSC INFRASTRUCTURE

1. For the smooth operation of the Postgraduate Program, classrooms and seminars,
amphitheatres equipped with audio-visual means and laboratories of the Medical School of the
University of Athens and the Laboratory of Physiology will be provided.

2. The administrative and secretarial support of the Postgraduate Program is provided by the
Secretariat of the Postgraduate Program.

3. The resources of the Postgraduate Program may come from:

a) tuition fees for postgraduate students amounting to three thousand euros (3,000 €) in total
per M.F. The payment of tuition fees is made by the student themself.

(b) donations, sponsorships, and financial support of any kind from the public or private sector,
(c) bequests,

(d) resources from research projects or programmes, or resources from projects or programmes
of the European Union or other international organisations,

e) own resources of the Higher Education Institution (HEI) and
(f) the State budget or public investment programme.

The resources of the Postgraduate Program are distributed as follows: a) an amount
corresponding to thirty percent (30%) of the total income derived from tuition fees is withheld
by ELKE. This amount includes the percentage withheld in favour of ELKE for the financial
management of the Postgraduate Programs, b) the remaining amount of the total revenue of the
Postgraduate Program is allocated to cover the operating expenses of the Postgraduate
Program.

4. At the end of the term of office, under the responsibility of the outgoing Director, a detailed
report of the research and educational work and other activities of the Postgraduate Program is
drawn up, which is submitted to the Medical School of the NKUA. This report shall be sent to the
competent bodies in accordance with applicable law.

5. The internal and external evaluation of the Postgraduate Program will be carried out in
accordance with the applicable provisions.

13.1 Electronic services of the Postgraduate Program

The MSc has an independent website at https://www.......ccccueueee The website of the
Postgraduate Program provides information about the Program of Studies, the Teaching Staff as
well as the Directorate of the Postgraduate Program. Regular news and special announcements
are provided through the newsletters of the website, while topographic information about the
headquarters of the Postgraduate Program and instructions for contacting the Secretariat of the
Postgraduate Program are provided.

As the Postgraduate Program is part of the Postgraduate Program of the Medical School of the
National and Kapodistrian University of Athens, it uses the electronic system of studies of the
National and Kapodistrian University of Athens. With the new computerization system of the
Secretariat of the Medical School, students are given the opportunity to monitor their student
status online and make course registrations electronically. Also, through the university email
given when registering in mystudies, they can receive updates and announcements from the
general announcements folder (Announcement) and the central folder of the school (Med). In
addition, the system enables faculty members to register directly, through a network, the grades
of their students.

14. TEACHING ASSIGNMENT/INSTRUCTORS OF THE POSTGRADUATE PROGRAM

The teaching work of the Postgraduate Program is assigned by decision of the Assembly of the
Department upon the recommendation of the Coordinating Committee of the Postgraduate
Program to the following categories of teachers:

1. members of Teaching Research Staff, members of Special Educational Staff, Laboratory
Teaching Staff, and Special Technical Laboratory Staff, of the Department or other
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Departments of the same or another Higher Education Institution or Higher Military
Educational Institution, with additional employment beyond their legal obligations, if the
Postgraduate Program has tuition fees,

2. Emeritus Professors and retired faculty members of the Department or other
Departments of the same or another Higher Education Institution (HEI)

3. collaborating teachers,

4. teaching assistants,

5. visiting professors or visiting researchers (especially for visiting professors, the C.E.
proposes the assignment of teaching after evaluation of the research work of the
candidate lecturer, as reflected in peer-reviewed scientific journals),

6. researchers and special operational scientists of research and technological bodies of
article 13A of law 4310/2014 (A'258) or other research centers and institutes in Greece
or abroad,

7. Scientists of recognized prestige, who have specialized knowledge and relevant
experience in the subject of the Postgraduate Program.

All categories of teachers may be paid exclusively from the resources of the Postgraduate
Program depending on its available financial resources. Upon the recommendation of the C.E.
and the decision of the Assembly of the Department on the assignment of the teaching work, the
amount of remuneration of each teacher is determined. Teaching staff who have the status of
faculty members may be additionally remunerated for work they offer to the Postgraduate
Program, if they fulfil their minimum legal obligations, as defined in para. 2 of Article 155 of the
Act. 4957/2022. The last paragraph shall also apply in detail to the members of E.E.P., E.D.I.P.
and E.T.E.P., provided that they fulfil their minimum legal obligations.

By decision of the Assembly of the Department, auxiliary teaching work may be assigned to
doctoral candidates of the Department or the School, under the supervision of a teaching
instructor of the Postgraduate Program.
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
