REGULATION OF THE INSTITUTION OF ACADEMIC ADVISOR

ARTICLE 1: PURPOSE

Academic Advisors are members of the teaching staff who provide specialized information to
students and graduates of the Medical School regarding postgraduate studies as well as
professional prospects.

The Regulation of the Postgraduate Programs defines the rotational assignment of the duties
of Academic Advisor to professors and regulates the specific relevant issues. The role of
Academic Advisor can be assumed by any teacher, faculty member, of the MSc regardless of
rank and position. Academic Advisors monitor the students they undertake from the
beginning to the end of their studies.

The institution is mandatory, considering that it will contribute significantly to the success of
postgraduate students' studies.

The provision of information by the Academic Advisor to the student takes place after
predetermined appointments between the Academic Advisor and the student.

Depending on the number of postgraduate students, the Coordinating Committee may assign
the duties of Academic Advisor other than Faculty Members to members of E.DI.P., E.E.P.,
E.T.E.P., Ph.D., Emeritus or retired faculty members (provided that they are teachers of the
MSc).

ARTICLE 2: ALLOCATION OF STUDENTS TO ACADEMIC ADVISORS

The allocation of students to Academic Advisors is made by decision of the Coordinating
Committee. The Academic Advisor may have more than one student under his/her
supervision.

When the Academic Advisor comes into contact with the student, he/she should record the
student's details and anything else he considers important for the student (e.g. if he has some
learning problems that will need to be examined in some other way, mobility problems in
order to be able to suggest an easy access room for the student, etc.).

Each student's file is subject to the General Data Protection Regulation and is confidential.



ARTICLE 3: DUTIES OF ACADEMIC ADVISOR

The Academic Advisor archives and manages information relating to students' personal data
— such as contact details, record of grades and other personal data — in accordance with
applicable law. Students have access to their attendance register through an online platform.
The role of the Academic Advisor is advisory and supports students in their curriculum by
guiding them to achieve their goals.

Students should discuss with their Academic Advisor any issue of their academic life, e.g.
problems with courses, laboratories, internships, issues related to the regulation of studies,
choice of courses, even personal difficulties (family problems, health problems) that may
affect their studies. The Academic Advisor will try, as much as possible, to give or suggest
solutions to any problems that may arise.

Also, the Academic Advisor may be the first to call the student if requested by a lecturer and
advise him on his performance (if he has absences or does not perform well in classes, etc.)
or discuss with him any issue that may cause problems in his studies (even issues that may
arise with a teacher). Also, depending on the interests and professional rehabilitation that the
student wishes to have, he/she can advise him/her on the subject of his/her dissertation. In
addition, the advisor can help the student by showing them career prospects that he can have
in the public or private sector, freelance profession, even for jobs abroad. They will also be
able to inform them about the services offered by the University to postgraduate students
(International Relations Office - Erasmus+, student pass, etc.).

The Academic Advisor of a student remains the same until the completion of his/her studies.
The replacement of the Academic Advisor is possible if there are very serious reasons, upon
the recommendation of the Coordinating Committee.

The Academic Advisor who is appointed or dismissed by the Coordinating Committee, after
examining the complaint, takes all necessary actions and informs the bodies of the
Postgraduate Program.

Academic Advisors who may propose solutions to issues related to academic, educational or
administrative issues. For complaints regarding the academic process, students must first
contact the appointed Academic Advisor and then to the other statutory bodies of the

Postgraduate Program.

ARTICLE 4: CHANGE OF ACADEMIC ADVISOR

In exceptional cases and if there are serious reasons, a student may request the change of

his/her Academic Advisor and must apply to the Secretariat of the Department explaining the



reasons. The possibility of satisfying the student's request will be examined by the General
Assembly of the Department at its first meeting after the submission of the application. In any
case, the decision to change academic advisor requires a majority of 3/4 of the members of

the General Assembly.
